Lesson Planning

“Would you tell me please, which way I ought to go from here” asked Alice. “That depends a good deal on where you want
to getto” said the Cheshire cat (Alice In Wonderland) .

This answer tells us a great deal about the teaching learning activity in a classroom. A teacher's commitment is reflected in
the way s/he helps to improve the academic performance of the different types of learners in the class. To be a competent
teacher every one of us need to make an extra effort to plan our teaching well. Experienced teachers may think on their feet
but for beginner teachers lesson planning is essential as it gives a structure to the lesson and guides like a map. Planning
lessons gives them time to collect ideas and anticipate problems and questions before they teach. It gives them confidence
as they organize the subject matter in a better way to facilitate teaching in classroom. The attention of the students can be
drawn towards the lesson without any disturbance .Though teachers have the pressure to complete syllabus they are also

responsible to make learning enjoyable and fun.

Writing lesson plans doesn't mean that it is done just before teaching the lesson or the night before the lesson is taught. It
should be ready long before that because a teacher needs to think of activities and tasks and to prepare teaching aids or the
use of multimedia. Teachers can plan what they want to do, how long it will take , how it will work and what it will achieve.
Even after planning so much anything may go wrong: unexpected questions, uninterested students, no response from the

classor equipment not working etc. But atleast lesson planis aframework and somethingto fall back on!

After preparing alesson plan, it is a good practice to write lesson (lecture) notes. For planning a lesson we refer a number of
books and may not remember all the details. Lesson notes should contain the instructional sequences and help a teacher
visualize the class with every minute detail. Teacher can jot down important points to be discussed. Maintaining teaching

Every time a lessonis planned and taught, teachers can evaluate the plan, reflect on the bright spots and the dark spots and
improve upon the plan. Planning a lesson involves thinking; it is challenging; it is fun; it is creative. Make it flexible. Adapt it to
the situation. Have a backup plan for emergencies in the classroom. Think of alternatives available in the given situation and

add variety to your teaching!
